Generic Schedule Form, Question number 7: HL&P has carefully read Judge Davis’ memorandum of January 19, 1999. However, the Company is not in a position to further distinguish between services that are either distribution or customer service.

Detailed Description Form, Question number 5: Customer classes affected reflect customers who are likely to use the service.

Detailed Description Form, Question number 10: Where HL&P references cost to customers for programs, the Company is referring to the cost to those customers that use the service. This does not include costs incurred that are recovered through rates paid by all customers.
