2.	Name of the energy service: Energy $aver Residential Low-Income DSM Program.





3.	Description:  El Paso Electric is contracting with the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA), an agency of the State of Texas. Using TDHCA’s existing delivery system, EPE intends to provide, without charge to participating customers, basic energy education and a kit containing certain energy-efficiency measures. Participating customers may receive without charge additional energy-efficiency measures if the installation of such measures is determined to be cost-effective. This program augments the Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP) of the U.S. Department of Energy.  ENERGY EFFICIENCY measures may include adding insulation to a dwelling unit, providing compact fluorescent lamps (CFLs), or replacing inefficient refrigerators with new, efficient ones.





4.	Objective: The Energy $aver Program is designed to employ energy-efficiency measures to cost-effectively reduce the energy consumption and costs of EPE’s low-income customers in EPE’s Texas service territory.





5.	Customer class(es) affected: Low-income customers.





6.	Customer group(s) targeted; eligibility restrictions: Participating customers are to be certified by TDHCA as meeting income guidelines required for participation in the WAP. These guidelines are currently 125% of the federal poverty level guidelines. Such customers can be property owners or tenants.

Program evaluation method; measurement and verification protocols: THE ENERGY $AVER PROGRAM IS EXPECTED TO REDUCE OVERALL CUSTOMER ENERGY CONSUMPTION BY MAKING SPECIFIC HOME ENERGY EFFICIENCY MEASURES ACCESSIBLE.  CUSTOMER PARTICIPATION AND INSTALLATION OF MEASURES ARE TRACKED BY TDHCA AND REPORTED TO EPE.
