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REQUEST:
Please refer to the response to GC's Second Set of RFIs, Request No. BA-22, paragraph 4.  Please provide the originally planned capacity factor for the Big Brown lignite-fired units on a monthly and annual basis for the reconciliation period.  Also, provide the date when the originally planned capacity factor was developed.
RESPONSE:
The following response was prepared by or under the direct supervision of Charles W. Jenkins III, the sponsoring witness for this response.

The originally planned capacity factors for Big Brown were projected on an annual basis.   The original estimates were made in the mid-late 1960's during the planning phase for constructing these units.   As discussed in Max H. Tanner's rebuttal testimony in the revenue phase of Docket 9300, "Originally, when the Company first began planning for construction and operation of its lignite-fueled generating units, it was estimated that these units would operate at a 55% average annual capacity factor over their expected 30 year service life.  These units were planned to operate at higher capacity factors during their earlier years of operation and then at lower capacity factors as they became older."
