


EDUCATION BACKGROUND AND BUSINESS EXPERIENCE





	Larry P. Gunderson is Director - Regulatory & Governmental Affairs of Texas-New Mexico Power Company.  Mr. Gunderson graduated from South Dakota State University with a Bachelor of Science degree in Engineering Physics.  He also completed additional course work in accounting and finance from the University of South Dakota and the University of Texas at Arlington.


	Mr. Gunderson joined the South Dakota Public Utility Commission in 1975 after serving in the United States Navy.  From 1975 to 1977, he was an engineer involved in the regulation of gas, electric, and telephone utilities.  In 1977, he was appointed Director of Fixed Utilities.  This division was responsible for all regulation of electric, gas, and telephone utilities in South Dakota.


	In 1979, he came to work for Texas-New Mexico Power Company (TNMP or Company) as a Rate Engineer.  In 1981, he was promoted to Supervisor of Load Research and in August, 1984, he was promoted to Manager - Rates.  In May, 1994, he was promoted to Director - Pricing and Strategic marketing.  In December, 1995, Mr. Gunderson assumed the position of Director - Regulatory & Governmental Affairs.  


	As Director - Regulatory & Governmental Affairs, his responsibilities include:  planning, coordination, and direction of retail and wholesale filings; cost allocations, rate design and administration; fuel filings and purchased power calculations; and monitoring trends of legislative initiatives and governmental filings.


	Mr. Gunderson is a member of the Edition Electric Institute’s (EEI) Rate Research Committee, and currently serves as chairman of the subcommittee of the EEI Rate School.
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
