     The IPMVP is a document which discusses procedures that, when implemented, allow building


     owners, energy service companies (ESCOs), and financiers of buildings energy efficiency


     projects to quantify energy conservation measure (ECM) performance and energy savings. The


     IPMVP provides an overview of current best practice techniques available for verifying savings


     from both traditionally- and third-party-financed energy and water efficiency projects.
