Supplemental Response No. 33-53:

This supplemental response reflects the fact that Mr. Ferguson's four volumes of depreciation study work papers to which the original response was directed were combined into two volumes when put into the AEP voluminous room in Austin.

With the exception of the Corpus Christi General Office retirement, any such information that was significant to Mr. Ferguson's depreciation study is disclosed in the Top Sheet sub-sections of the Transmission Plant Depreciation, Distribution Plant Depreciation and General Plant Depreciation sections of the work papers, and in the Life Analysis Notes and Salvage and Cost of Removal Notes sub-sections of the Depreciation Notes section of the work papers that are available for review at the Austin offices of American Electric Power Company (AEP), 400 West 15th Street, Suite 610, Austin Texas 78701, telephone number (512) 481-4547, during normal business hours.
