Agrilife Extension cconomist
Bryan-College Station, said gro-
cery shoppers will not be sur-
prised that costs have risen

The Oct. 13 Bureau of La-
bor Statistics Consumer Price
Index showed the index for food
al home rose 13% over the last
12 months. The index for bakery
products increased 16.2% over
the year, while the index for eggs
increased 9% and dairy and re-
lated products rose 15 9%
