	On March 4, 1998, the Texas cities of Abilene, Camp Wood, Carrizo Springs, Corpus Christi, Eagle Pass, Edinburg, Edna, Harlingen, Mathis, McAllen, Odem, Orange Grove, Pleasanton, Roma, San Benito, Sinton, Taft, and Victoria (Cities) filed a motion to intervene in this proceeding.  In support of their motion, the Cities assert that Central Power and Light Company provides electric service to Camp Wood, Carrizo Springs, Corpus Christi, Eagle Pass, Edinburg, Edna, Harlingen, Mathis, McAllen, Odem, Orange Grove, Pleasanton, Roma, San Benito, Sinton, Taft, and Victoria, and their residents, while West Texas Utilities Company provides electric service to Abilene and its residents; that the proposals presented by CPL and WTU in this proceeding are likely to have an adverse impact on the rates and charges paid by the Cities and their residents; and that the Cities intervened and participated in Docket No. 16995.�
