All responses must be filed under oath, unless the responding party stipulates in writing that responses to requests for information can be treated by all parties as if the answers were filed under oath.


In producing documents pursuant to this Request, please indicate the specific request(s) to which the document is being produced.  


You are instructed that pursuant to P.U.C. Proc. R. 22.144(i) these requests are continuing in nature.  If you acquire information upon the basis of which you know or should know that the response was incorrect or incomplete when made, or though correct or complete when made, is materially incorrect or incomplete, you are required to amend the prior response within five (5) working days of acquiring the information.

DEFINITIONS


As used in the attached questions, the following terms will have the following meanings:


“West Texas Utilities Company,” “WTU,” “you,” or “your” shall mean West Texas Utilities Company, any of its members, employees, any agent(s), attorney(s) or consultant(s) working directly or indirectly with West Texas Utilities Company including, but not limited to, individuals, partnerships, associations, corporations or other legal or business entities.


“Documents” shall mean the documents within the possession, custody or control of West Texas Utilities Company, and includes, but is not limited to, the following items whether printed or recorded by any method (including radio and audio tapes) or produced by hand in both the original and non-identical copies:  agreements, communications, correspondence, telegrams, memorandums, notes, record books, summary of records of personal conversations or interviews, diaries, work papers, ledger analyses, minutes of meetings, reports and/or summaries of interviews, reports and/or summaries of investigations, opinions, reports or consultants’ records of reports or summaries of negotiations, computer programs, computer runs, and any information contained in any computer, even if it has not yet been printed.


“Identify” or “Identification”:

As to a person:  When used in reference to a person or individual, the terms “identify” or “identification” mean to state his/her full name, address, and telephone number;

As to an entity:  The terms “identify” or “identification” when used in reference to an entity such as a corporation, partnership or association, mean to state the name of the entity, its business address, telephone number, and the name of its chief executive officer and the agent for service of process;

As to a document:  When used in reference to a document, the terms “identify” or “identification” shall include the following:

The title, heading or caption of such document;

The date appearing on such document; or if no name appears, the approximate date on which the document was prepared;




3.
A general description of the document;




4.
The name of the person who signed the document or statement;




5.
The name of the person or persons who prepared the document;




6.
The name of the person or persons to whom the documents was addressed and to whom the document was sent;




7.
The physical location of the document.


“Relating to” or “relate” shall mean making or including a statement about, discussing, describing, reflecting, consisting of, constituting, comprising or any way concerning in whole or part, the subject or thing.
