Question No. SA2-10:

Please provide by month, since January 1, 1997, the charges WTU incurred under wheeling contracts that had not been reformed to comply with PUC Substantive Rule § 23.67.  Also, were these expenses included in reconcilable fuel costs?

Response No. SA2-10:

As discussed in the Direct Testimony of John O. Aaron, pages 25-26, and the Direct Testimony of Scott P. Moore, pages 53-57, payments to Texas Utilities Electric Company under certain transmission service agreements have not been reformed to comply with PUC Subst. R. 23.67.  The monthly amounts incurred under these agreements are set forth in EXHIBIT JOA-6, Column (1).  The payments of $871,492 for the first six months of 1997 have been included in reconcilable fuel costs.    
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
